Subject: Termination of OF cable for FTTH customer

Some of the circles are requesting for permission for laying low count fibre to the
building premises for input to the FTTH splitters. The splitters installed in the campus/
building premises/ basement requires only one or two fibres from the PON side (GEPON
OLT).

The following guidelines in respect of fibres in the leading cable may be kept in view
while connecting the splitters:

1. A number of splitters can be connected through the cable in the same route.
2. The spare splitted fibres, can be connected back on the same cable to
terminate to next building/location for provisioning customers in following

manner.
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3. There is no need to terminate each fibre before splitter. Only one loose tube
should be cut and only required fibres in this tube should be terminated and
remaining fibres should pass through the termination. If necessary it can be
spliced in the same tray. No patch cord based connection to be done for fibres

other than those used for termination at the splitter. X
. 4. Based on termination requirement, circle can lay low count fibres cable such as

2F/4F/6F/12F to save cable cost.
5. Delegation of power for procurement of low count fibre is ‘being taken up

separately in the corporate office. o
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
